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Teener II: 

· This season we have decided to try something new because of the large numbers.  We will have two teams, one playing on a 75ft Pony League diamond, and a second team playing in a Teener II League on a 90ft diamond.

· Tryouts will be held. These will be held to determine which team your son is placed on. Tryouts will be judged by a group of coaches who do not have kids in the either program.  As such, the coach of this team will also not participate in the tryout process. 

· Our goal is to put together two teams that will be competitive in both divisions. 

· Coaching staff will consist of parents of the players on these teams.                                  This should be considered a stepping-stone for the Teener I program. 

· League opponents include; Cambridge, Columbus, Deerfield, Lake Mills, & Waterloo.

Pony:

· Both levels are considered developmental, so coaches should make every effort to play all kids and pitch as many as possible to ready kids for Teener I.

· Pony team will consist of the remaining kids after tryouts of the Teener II team. 

· Team will again be in the Pony League playing area villages such as; Cambridge, Cottage Grove, Deforest, McFarland, Monona, Monroe, Waterloo, & Windsor. 

· Coaching staff will also consist of parents of players on this team.

Basic Rules

· Teener II parents will be required to work the concession stand during home games. These concessions are vital to the program and allow us to continue providing a quality program to our community.
