Marshall Youth Club Basketball Program 

Guidelines and Rules
 

GOALS
The goals of the Marshall Youth Club Basketball Program (MYCBP) are to:
· Create a recreational and competitively friendly environment in which children of varying skill levels have fun with basketball
· Teach basketball skills, rules and strategy to our players
· Model and teach competitiveness with an emphasis on good sportsmanship
· Promote increased self-esteem among our children
· Keep competition at the level appropriate for the athlete
· Prepare the athletes for their next level of play 
      
Safety is of utmost concern to the MYCBP.   Coordinators, coaches, and referees should strive to avoid injury whenever possible.
 

MEMBERS AND ELIGIBILITY
The MYCBP consists of boys and girls who reside in or attend the Marshall School District. Boys and girls resident in the community and currently enrolled in grades 1 through 8 are eligible. 
         
 

TEAM FORMATION
Each grade will form as many teams at each age level as the number of players warrants, striving to have approximately 8-10 players per team.
· In grades 1 to 6, the coach will have the option to divide the team into two equally talented teams if there are enough players to make two teams. 
· In grades 7 and 8, if there are enough players to make two teams, the coach will have the option to divide the team into two equally talented teams, or with the consensus of 2/3 of the parents, the coach can divide the players by their skill level.

· Dividing players by skill level will give the players at each level the opportunity to work on skills that are necessary to become better players. If the coach decides to divide players by skill level, the coach will hold a meeting to discuss his intention with the parents. The basketball commissioner will also need to be present at this meeting, where parents can provide feedback and input on the decision. 2/3 of the parents present must agree on the plan to divide players by skill level in order for it to proceed. 

 

ORGANIZATATIONAL CHART
If there are questions or concerns about your child’s basketball team, you should first contact your coach(es). Keep in mind that in many situations, it is best to have a 24-hour cooling off period for players, parents, and coaches.
