TEAM GUIDELINES AND RULES
 

SPORTSMANSHIP
Coaches are responsible for ensuring that all members of the team and their fans practice good sportsmanship before, during and after the game. Coaches should:

· support the referees and refrain from making derogatory comments towards or about them

· refrain from actions or words that undercut the self-esteem of players on other teams or their own team

· not allow your players to make derogatory comments towards other players, coaches or referees

· not allow “talking trash”

· support post-game “nice game” exchange between players and coaches

Good sportsmanship includes avoidance of unnecessary rough and ‘dirty’ play. Players, coaches, and referees should all strive in this regard.

Good sportsmanship also includes not running up the score. A team that is ahead by 20 points or more should consider pulling its defense back to the 3 point line and not running fast breaks.

 

PAYING REFEREES
·         For all level non-league games played at home, there will be two referees.

· The head coach will pay the referee(s) at the end of each game. 

· Each certified official will receive $20 ?? paid to the referee. Officials who aren’t certified will receive $10.00 per game. 

· The head coach will submit a request to the Treasurer to get reimbursed.

 

UNIFORMS
·         Teams are required to use reversible jerseys and keep them in respectable condition.  Uniforms should be handed out before the first game of the year and returned after the last game of the year. 

 

GAME TIMES/ARRIVING ON TIME
·         The times listed on the league and tournament schedules are the game start times. Players should arrive at the game site at least 30 minutes prior to the start of the game.

 

INCLEMENT WEATHER/GAME CANCELLATIONS
When inclement weather threatens the safety of travel, the coach must consider canceling all games for that day.   Because weather conditions can change rapidly and unpredictably, team coaches who determine that it is not safe for their team to travel to a game venue may also elect to cancel a game even if there has not been a league or tournament cancellation. In such a case, coaches are asked to:

·         Make the determination as early as possible

·         Contact the league or tournament coordinator and/or coach for the opposing team.

·         Contact the parents of your team.
