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Teener 1: 

· We have been forced to revise the Teener program because of less than expected participants. Teener 1 will be composed of all freshmen that signed up plus the top five 8th graders that will be determined through a tryout at the end of April.

· Tryouts will be held to determine which team your son is placed on. These tryouts will be judged by a group of coaches who do not have kids in the either program.  As such, the coach of this team will also not participate in the tryout process. This team will participate in the Teener 1 league and the goal is to qualify for the State Teener tournament played in Monroe. Playing time will not be guaranteed at this level as it’s considered a win at all costs. The coach will attempt to put the best team on the field regardless of what age the child is.

·  Coaching staff will consist of parents of the players on these teams plus some qualified coaches recommended by the Marshall Cardinals baseball program.                              

· League opponents include; Cambridge, Columbus, Deerfield, Lake Mills, & Waterloo.

Teener 2

· Remaining 8th graders will be assigned to a Teener 2 team coached by Norm Peck and play in their own separate league. This team will also include approximately four to five 7th graders to fill out and balance the roster. There will also be a second Teener 2 team composed of all 7th graders that will be coached by Tom Riege. This team will also compete in the Teener 2 league. Kids that are playing on the 7th grade Warrior team will be assigned to coach Tom Riege's team. The remaining 7th graders will be selected through a draft process to determine which team they play on.This level is considered developmental, so coaches should make every effort to play all kids and pitch as many as possible to ready kids for Teener 1

· Team will again be in the Teener 2 league playing area villages such as; Cambridge, Cottage Grove, Fort Atkinson, Lake Mills, Monona, Monroe, Oregon, & Waterloo. 

· Coaching staff will also consist of parents of players on these teams.
